INSTRUCTIONS FOR COLLABORATIVE ARTWORK OVER BREAK
OBJECTIVE: Complete at least one artwork based on an instruction from the master list, and a big question.

PROCESS:
1. Communicate with at least one of your partners via live communication: phone, video chat, IM, Skype etc. (only use what you are comfortable with)
2. Write a set of instructions for completing an artwork based on your Big Questions (if you haven't already done so), add it to the master list
3. As partners, select a set of instructions that interests both of you.
4. Complete an artwork based on those instructions over break
5. Share the process with your partner, give each other feedback
6. Share the final results with your partner, give each other a critique
7. If time permits, complete other small-scale artworks based on other instructions (think TASK!)

DUE: Work is due by Jan 6.  All work to be shared digitally in a process blog post on Jan 10 (5 pts).
