HONORS VISUAL ART
3 Work Introduction


OBJECTIVE:  To introduce yourself to potential collaborators by presenting different aspects of your aesthetic eye. To select collaborators according to a shared aesthetic.
PROCESS: 

1. Select 3 digital images fitting the following criteria

· An artwork you made:  Select a recent artwork that you made that you feel demonstrates your interests as an artist.  Take a high-quality photo of it. (Please avoid choosing artworks that are copies of existing works.)
· An artwork you love: Select an artwork by an artist that you really love, something that moves you, has left a lasting impression on you or makes you think “This is my kind of work”.  The artwork should represent your interests as an artist as well as a viewer.  Find it online or take a high-quality photo of it.  

· A picture of an everyday object or image that catches your eye: Take an original photo of something from the world around you that grabs your attention on a visual/formal level.  This could be anything.  Just point your camera to the “found artwork” around you.  
2. Post the works to the Google Docs presentation
· Find the Google Docs presentation by going to my website, jwatsonart.weebly.com.  Click “Classes”, then “Honors Visual Art III”, and then “Link to Google Docs presentation” (under “COLLABORATION”).  This will take you to a shared Google Doc.  Note: Any changes you make to the doc could potentially affect the work of others.  Be very careful when editing this doc!
· Add a new slide: Click “Ctrl-M”, or go to “Slide” and then click “New Slide”
· Add your name to the top, no larger than 24-point font.  
· Add your images:  Put all three images in the same slide – click “Insert” and then “Image”.  This will give you the option to drag and drop an image or to link to a URL.  Adjust the image’s proportions to be able to fit all three together in the same slide.  Note: Images larger than 2000x2000 pixels need to be resized or they will not be uploaded into Google Doc.
