1. PROCESS (planning, experimenting, making, reflecting)

8 = Fully engaged: Completed all tasks with effort and energy, willing to experiment and take risks

7 = Engaged: Completed tasks with some effort and energy, little experimentation and few risks taken

6 = Superficially engaged: Completed tasks with some distraction or limited effort, no risks taken

5 = Not engaged: Tasks not completed or done with much distraction or resistance, no risks taken

2. TECHNIQUE (use of oil pastel medium)

8 = Blended and layered oil pastel skillfully to create an effective image with detail and broad values

7 = Attempted to blend and layer oil pastel, and work is mostly effective despite minor problem areas 

6 = Attempted to blend and layer oil pastel, though technique needs much work

5 = Did not attempt to blend or layer oil pastels – using oil pastels to “color in”

3. NATURALISM (correct proportion and perspective)



8   7   6   5
8 = Used portrait drawing techniques to draw a face in correct proportion and an interesting perspective

7 = Attempted to use portrait drawing techniques and correct proportion despite minor problem areas

6 = Attempted to use portrait drawing techniques and correct proportion, though needs much work

5 = Did not attempt to use portrait drawing techniques, proportion is flawed, “mugshot” perspective

4. COMPOSITON (how your image is organized)

8 = Thoughtfully arranged: Space is used effectively, thought given to color choices and background

7 = Basic: Space could be used more effectively, color choices & background are straightforward

6 = Needs Work: Space is not used effectively, color choices are not unified, background is incomplete

5 = Careless: Little or no thought given to balance, use of space, color choices or background.

5. EXPRESSIVE QUALITIES (communicating a mood or emotion)

8   7   6   5
8 = Effectively communicates a powerful mood or emotion through facial expression and composition

7 = Communicates a straightforward mood or emotion through facial expression and composition 

6 = Attempts to communicate, though mood or emotion is unclear or superficial

5 = Did not attempt to communicate a mood or emotion
