5 = Partial edition / Very inconsistent and sloppy prints, all prints are over-inked or under-inked

3. COMPOSITION

8 = Composed an effective image with creative use of space, 50/50 color balance, effective gray scale 

7 = Composed a basic image with straightforward use of space, 50/50 color balance, limited gray scale

6 = Composition needs some work, some imbalance or ineffective use of gray scale

5 = Little or no thought apparently given to composition; much imbalance, no gray scale 

4. APPROPRIATION

8 = Creative and effective use of appropriated imagery / Context of source image is subverted

7 = Straightforward use of appropriated imagery / Context of source image is slightly altered

6 = Limited or somewhat random use of appropriated imagery / Context is unclear

5. CONTENT: SOCIAL ISSUE (STEREOTYPE)
