HONORS VISUAL ART
Thinking Critically about Collaboration


OBJECTIVE:  To further a discussion with collaborators about a shared aesthetic and themes emerging in works.  To begin research into contemporary artists who work with collaboration.
PROCESS: 
1. Reach out to the person who left their e-mail on your slide. Say hi. Comment on something in THEIR slide. Ask a question. Be yourself. (If no one reached out to you yet, leave your e-mail on a 2nd slide that hasn't been chosen and you will then have two partners- both should be contacting you).

2. With each of your partner(s) - the one you reached out to and the one that contacted you - discuss themes emerging in each of your personal works. Share portfolios with each other (google doc slideshow, maybe?).

3. Use this link (Don Ball, Joe Fusaro and I have provided examples, same as last time)

4. Create two slides for your collaboration.  Click “Ctrl-M”, or go to “Slide” and then click “New Slide”.  Add your names and the following titles to the 2 slides: 

a. “ARTWORKS”: Add images that expand on your portfolio.   Put title, date, medium in the “Notes” section. Note: Images larger than 2000x2000 pixels need to be resized or they will not be uploaded into Google Doc.  
b. “RELATED ARTISTS”: Share & discuss 2 contemporary artists.  At least one of these artists must be featured on art21.org. At least one of these artists must also use collaboration.
5.  Start a discussion about these images using the comment feature (see examples)
